Kevin McCabe had the heavest fish of the day that went to the scales at 5lbs 30zs.

Wales were third with 78 fish for 163lbs 7o0zs. Their top rod rod Alan Banwell took the Brown Bowl with 17 trout for 33lbs
100zs. Ireland were fourth with 70 fish for 148lbs 150zs. Ireland's top rod was Nigel Greene with 17 trout for 33Ibs 30zs
which put him in second place.
